CHANNEL PLACEMENT      

1. Place the bottom end of the rail 56” above the fl oor.
*NOTE: Some devices may require lower rail placement.

2. The bottom of the device should be 4½” above the bottom of the rail. Access to device controls   
 should be considered before mounting the rail.

3. Allow 14” clearance on either side of the rails center line to clear objects such as over-bed lighting,   
 privacy curtains, adjacent walls or columns, door swing arcs, etc. Power and signal outlets should   
 be considered when selecting a rail location. Avoid oxygen, vacuum outlets and attendant fl ow   
 meters, and don’t place any portion of the device over a patients bed.
