
 

 

 
CARBON MONOXIDE MONITOR 

PRODUCT DATA 
Carbon Monoxide (CO) contamination of supplied air systems in health 
care facilities can occur primarily by the release of internal combustion 
engine exhaust into the vicinity of the air compressor inlet.  The 
monitoring of compressed air for carbon monoxide is of vital 
importance to insure a safe air supply. 
 
CO monitors with alarm set at 10 PPM are provided with dry contacts 
for connection to remote alarm panels. A "demand check" for 
maintenance is included per current NFPA 99 for each instrument.  
CSA alarms are set at 5 PPM. 
 
This instrument is installed in a powder-coated dust-proof steel 
enclosure.  Dimensions are 4” x 6” x 3” and the unit has a hinged and 
latched door.  Concentration of CO in parts per mission (ppm) is 
digitally displayed and visible through a window in the door.  A pilot 
and alarm light are visible through a second window.  Alarm conditions 
in excess of 10 ppm are signalled by the red alarm light and by an 
audible tone generator on the top face.   
 
Detection is by an electrochemical sensor which is specific to CO, with 
interference only from hydrogen and hydrogen sulphide.  The sensor 
should be replaced as yearly maintenance and can be easily changed 
with a screwdriver. 
 
ELECTRICAL SUPPLY 
Power, less than 1 watt at 115 VAC, is connected by means of a 
computer-type power cord with grounded 3-wire plug.  Internal 
operation is from a regulated 115 VAC to 12 VDC encapsulated power 
supply. 
 

STATEMENT OF WARRANTY 
The monitor is guaranteed  in writing by the manufacturer for a period 
of 12 months from the date of start-up or 18 months from the date of 
shipment (whichever comes first) against defects in design, materials, 
or construction 
 
The monitor will undergo a complete electric and pneumatic test prior 
to shipment.
